A person must be registered 
in the parish (or another parish in the 
diocese), attend Mass on Sundays and Holy 
Days of the year, participate in the 
Sacraments, go to confession at least once a 
year and take part in the activities of the 
parish.  You must contribute to the offertory 
in a recognizable way (envelope or check) as 
a means of verification of attendance.  It is 
your responsibility as parents to keep the 
promises you made at your child’s baptism to 
train them in the teachings of the Catholic 
Church. Please make sure you are attending 
Mass with your children each weekend.  
Since St. Peter the Apostle Parish subsidizes 
St. Peter the Apostle School, any Catholic 
family who does not meet the above 
requirements will not be eligible to receive 
the parish subsidy for the Catholic rate of 
tuition.  This is a requirement of the Catholic 
Diocese of Savannah.  If you have any
